CHEMICAL SUBSTANCE ABUSE PROGRAM

I. Program Philosophy


Substance abuse is a concern at Jacksonville University, as well as nationally.  Jacksonville University Athletics seeks to maintain an environ​ment that supports and encourages the pur​suit of knowledge and fair play without being negatively influ​enced by drug and alco​hol abuse.  The abuse of these chemical substances poses a serious threat to the growth, develop​ment, and overall physical and mental well-being of our stu​dent- ath​letes, and will not be tolerat​ed.


The substance abuse program is regarded as a preventative measure.  It is the Athletic Depart​ment's intent to provide a safe and healthy environment in which the student-athlete can meet the demands of both academic and athletic pursuits. 

II. Program Objectives


The purpose of the chemical substance abuse program, which includes education, screening, counseling, and disciplinary actions, is:

· To protect the health and welfare of the Jacksonville University student-athlete by providing a drug free environment.

· To help student-athlete avoid improper involvement with drugs by providing current, factual information to all student-athletes.

· To develop and maintain a screening program designed to act both as a deterrent to and as a method of detecting possible substance abuse. 

· To assist in the counseling and rehabilitation of student-athletes found to be substance abusers.

· To provide disciplinary action for any student-athlete found to be involved in improper use of drugs. 


By accomplishing the objectives, the Athletic Department is fulfilling a responsibility it has toward the student-athletes who pursue their academic and athletic careers at Jacksonville University.

III. COMPONENTS OF PROGRAM


A. EDUCATION


The basic purpose of the chemical substance abuse program is one of prevention.  An essential part of this program is an on going educational component.  The intent is to increase the student-athlete's awareness of the physiological, psychologi​cal, and legal ramifica​tions of chemical substance abuse.  The student-athlete will have an opportunity to participate in various educational experiences that will emphasize the damaging effects of drugs.  Every student-athlete at Jacksonville University will be required to attend the drug education activities.  The Athletic Director will develop an accountability system to ensure compliance. 


B. DRUG SCREENING



1. PROGRAM CONSENT



     At the beginning of the academic year, a presenta​tion will            be made to all student-athletes to outline and review the                  Chemi​cal Substance Abuse Program, its purpos​es and procedures.             Jacksonville University is a member of the NCAA, which also has a           drug testing program for student-athletes who wish to participate           in intercollegiate athletics.  The student-athletes are then               given the opportu​nity to voluntarily consent to the                        adminis​tration of urinalysis testing during the academic year.             Those ath​letes who wish to participate in the Jacksonville                 University Athlet​ic Depart​ment Chemical Substance Abuse Program            and NCAA Drug Testing Program so indi​cate by executing consent             forms, which specif​ically pro​vides that the results will remain            confi​den​tial, and will be supplied only to those persons                   autho​rized by the programs.  Failure to complete and sign both             consent forms shall result in the student-athlete's ineligibility           for partici​pation in all inter​collegiate athlet​ic programs.



2. BANNED SUBSTANCES

 
As stated in NCAA bylaw 31.2.3.1, athletes participat​ing in the intercollegiate program ban the following classes of substances for use.

3. SELECTION 



     The program director will, in accor​dance with this policy,            determine the times and dates for urinaly​sis.  All students-               athletes will be subject to selec​tion accord​ing to the following           criteria:



 
a. Random Selection: The program director shall develop and                maintain random and unannounced selection procedures for                   administering drug screening tests.  Student-athletes on the                official NCAA eligibili​ty roster, may be tested on one or                  more occasions at any time during the academic year.

b. Reasonable Cause: Drug testing may be required of a      student-athlete where there is reasonable cause to          suspect the student-athlete is engag​ing in the use of any   of the banned drugs.  Reasonable cause means: "If the       avail​able information were conveyed to a person             unfamil​iar with the stu​dent-athlete, that person would      conclude that there is enough factual information to        determine that the student is using a drug on the banned    drug list".  The program director may determine reasonable cause based on, but not limited to, the following:

1. Abnormal conduct, appearance, or other behavior     symptomatic of drug use.




     2. Possession or use of substances that appear to be                       drugs on the banned drug list 


      

3. Arrest or conviction for a criminal offense related                     to the posses​sion, use, or traf​ficking of drugs.

                    4. Previous history of chemical substance abuse.




c. NCAA Drug Testing Program: As stated in the NCAA Drug-                  Testing Program 2002-2003:



     (4.1), "The method for selecting championships,                        institutions or student-athletes to be tested will be                 recommended by the NCAA competi​tive safeguards​ commit​                 tee, approved by the Executive Commit​tee in advance of                 the testing occasion, and implemented by the assigned                 crew chief.  All student-athletes are subject to                      testing. 

                    (4.1.1) Student-athletes competing in Division 1-AA                         Football, Indoor or Outdoor track and field are                            subject to year-round testing according to the                             provision of Section No. 1.3.1.1. 

                    (4.1.2.) All student-ath​letes are subject to NCAA                           testing at NCAA Champion​ships.

d. Medically Advised: On the advice of a medical                           professional, drug testing may be administered on a student-                athlete where there is reasonable cause to suspect the use                 of any of the banned drugs.  Reasonable cause may be based                 on, but not limited to: medical condition, appearance,                     abnormal conduct, or other behavior symptom​at​ic of drug use.                If the student-athlete's medical condition is such the                     he/she is unconscious or his/her conscious​ness/mental                      stabil​ity is altered, testing may be performed without                     notification and/or written consent.




e. Positive Testing Follow-up: Anyone who has previ​ously                   tested posi​tive for chemical sub​stance abuse is subject to                 follow-up testing at anytime during their career at                        Jacksonville University.     

4. NOTIFICATION


         Student-athletes selected for drug testing will be handed a           student-athlete drug testing notification card by the program              director or his/her designee.  The card will specify the 

         collec​tion site, date, and time of testing.  Drug testing may              occur immediately following the presentation of the drug                   notification card to the student-athlete. The student-athlete upon          receipt will sign the card and a copy retained by the                      student-ath​lete.  The student-athlete is respon​sible for reporting          to the test site designated at the speci​fied time on the card or           submitting immedi​ately to the drug test if so instructed.  If the          student-athlete cannot be located, the program director will               inform the Head Coach of the inability to locate the student-              athlete.  It is the head coach's respon​si​bility to locate and              deliver the notification card.


    5. COLLECTION PROCEDURE

              Collection procedures will be according to Section                    40.102(5) (a)-(f) of Florida Statues, which contains collec​tion            procedures for a drug free workplace.  As provid​ed by this law,            all positive tests will be confirmed.


C. CONSEQUENCES OF FAILURE TO PARTICIPATE



1. Without a verified ex​cuse acceptable to the program director,           a student-athlete who could not be located for notifica​tion of             drug testing will be suspended from practice and competition               until a test can be rescheduled.



2. If the student-athlete refuses to sign the drug testing                 notification card or refuses to participate in the drug testing            program, eligibility to partici​pate in all intercollegiate                 athletics will be canceled for the balance of the academic year.



3. If the student-athlete fails to appear at the desig​nat​ed place           and time for drug test​ing without a verified excuse acceptable to           the program direc​tor, the following disciplinary action will be            enforced.

· Must report to program director within 24 hours of designated time of missed drug test to reschedule test. For each additional 24-hour period, the student-athlete will miss one scheduled competition.  

· Suspended from practice until test is taken.



4. If the student-athlete fails to produce a required urine                specimen or if the sample does not meet the re​quired lev​els of             specific gravity, pH, and/or temperature for a screenable sample,           the student-athlete will remain in the drug testing area                   until an adequate sample can be ob​tained or until released by the           drug testing person​nel.  

    D. CONFIDENTIALITY


      Test results will be kept confidential and will only be provided      to those listed under Notification in Section-E, below, Disciplinary       Actions.

E. DISCIPLINARY ACTIONS



1. PHASE I - First Offense 

* Notification: Program Director, Ath​letic Direc​tor, Faculty   Athletic Representive, Senior Women’s Administrator,        Director of Compliance, Head Coach, Counselor, Parent (on   the advice of counsel​or), Dean of Students, and Hearing     Committee (if appealed).



     * Participation in drug counseling program, at no cost to                    student-athlete (length to be determined by counselor)



     * Suspended from the next scheduled competi​tion

               * Mandatory follow-up testing

               * Possible disciplinary action by Dean of Students



2. PHASE II - Second Offense




* Notification: Same as Phase I. Parent will be notified. 




* Continue counseling at no cost to student-athlete 




* Suspended from practice for one week




* Suspended from competition for one-third of scheduled                      season




* Grounds for scholarship revocation

          
* Mandatory follow-up testing


          * Possible disciplinary action by Dean of Students

     
3. PHASE III - Third Offense




* Notification: Same as Phase II      




* Suspended indefinitely.  May be appealed after one                         calendar year




* Removal of all athletic aid and assistance




* Counseling can be continued at student-athlete’s expense




     * Possible disciplinary action by Dean of Students

     Documentation of a positive drug test from the NCAA, law enforcement, medical system, or the University’s judicial system will also be considered as a positive drug test per​formed by the University's Athletic Department and the stu​dent-athlete will be placed in the appro​priate phase of the University's disci​plinary action.  The NCAA sanction and the University's disciplin​ary action will run concur​rent​ly.  


As set forth in NCAA Bylaw 18.4.1.5.1, a stu​dent-athlete who tests positive shall be charged with the loss of a minimum of one season of competition in all sports, if the season of competition has not yet begun for that stu​dent-athlete; or a minimum of the equiva​lent of one full season of competi​tion in all sports, if the student-athlete test posi​tive during his/her season of competi​tion (i.e.: the remain​der of contests in the current season and con​tests in the subsequent season up to the period of time in which the stu​dent-athlete was declared ineligi​ble during the previ​ous year).  The student-athlete shall re​main ineli​gi​ble for all regular- season and post-season competi​tion during the time period ending one  calen​dar year (i.e., 365 days) after the student-athlete's positive drug test, and until the student-athlete retest nega​tive and the student-athlete’s eligibility is re​stored by the Eligibility Committee of the NCAA. If the student-athlete tests positive for the use of any drug after being restored to eligi​bility he/she shall lose a minimum of one additional season of competi​tion in all sports and shall remain ineligible for regular-season and post-season compe​tition at least through the next calendar year. 


The total number of events suspended will be based upon the total number of events scheduled for that year including pre-season and guaranteed post-season competitions.  In computing the one-third of season, .50 or greater is rounded up to 1.  Suspended events will be the next consecutive events on the schedule.  Post-season events are also includ​ed in the suspension.  If a student-athlete’s team com​pletes its competi​tion schedule while the student-athlete is under disci​plinary action, the student-athlete's suspension will carried over into the next season.  If a drug testing policy violation occurs during a red shirt year, the student-athlete's game suspen​sion will begin during the next competition season.  Although the student-athlete may be allowed to practice, they may not: dress out for compe​ti​tions, travel, attend team events on competition days (pre-game meals, bench or locker-room).                      

F. DISCIPLINARY PROCEDURES



1. WRITTEN NOTICE: 




If a violation of the drug testing policy is recorded, the 

     Director of Athletics will give written notice to the stu​dent-             athlete of pending actions.  The notice will include the                   disciplinary actions, reasons for the proposed actions and of the           rights of the stu​dent-athlete to request an appeal hearing on the           pro​posed disci​plinary action. Disciplinary action will commence            at time of notice. 

G. APPEAL HEARING PROCEDURE



1. REQUEST/WAIVER OF APPEAL HEARING: 

          
The student-athlete must submit a written request for an               appeal hearing to the Dean of Students within twenty-four hours            of is/her receipt of written notice.  Failure to request a                 hearing will result in a waiver of the right to a hearing. 







2. APPEAL HEARING




a.  Hearing Committee.  There shall be a three member                      hearing committee appointed and chaired by the Dean                        of Students.   No member of the athlet​ic depart​ment shall                  serve on the commit​tee.



     b. Hearing process. If hearing is requested, the hearing                   shall be held within two(2) days of the re​quest.  The                      student-athlete will be given written notice of the date,                  time, and place for the pri​vate hearing.  Except for                       witnesses who are called to give testimony, only the hearing                committee, the stu​dent-athlete and a person of his/her                     choice may be pres​ent. Immediately after hearing the                       student-athlete’s challenge of the results of the drug test                and/or explanation of why the test results do not constitute                a viola​tion of this policy, the Appeal Hearing Committee                   shall decide to uphold the disci​plinary action previ​ous​ly                  imposed, to overturn it, or to apply their own disciplinary                action. The student-athlete will be notified of the                        determi​nation in writ​ing.  The proceed​ings and determination                shall be kept confidential except that the determi​nation                   shall be released to the persons listed under Notifi​cation                 in Section E, above.
