We are extremely pleased to have your son/daughter as a student athlete at Augustana College and hope that he/she will achieve academic, social and athletic success.

Each student athlete is required to have a physical examination utilizing the enclosed athletic physical form prior to participation in any intercollegiate sport.  Your son or daughter will not be allowed to participate without this physical and the completed forms. The final decision on athletic participation status will remain the responsibility of Augustana's team physician upon thorough review of the athlete's medical information. A student athlete who does not return a completed pre-participation physical form prior to the onset of athletic participation will be responsible for scheduling and payment of a physical examination either from our team physician or a medical physician of your choice.  


INJURIES--MEDICAL BILLS--INSURANCE COVERAGE--CLAIM PROCEDURE
Injuries do occur and we attempt to provide our athletes with the very best possible care.  Medical bills may be incurred when an athlete is treated for an injury, whether it occurs locally, during a road trip, or by a medical vendor in his/her own home area.

Injuries that require therapy, as prescribed by a physician, may be treated at his/her home physical therapy setting, a physical therapy setting in our area or the Augustana Center for Athletic Medicine.  In all cases bills may be incurred and can be handled as indicated below.

INSURANCE COVERAGE:
Medical insurance is a requirement for participation in intercollegiate athletics.  There are three options for insurance that may be used individually or in combination with each other.






Your PERSONAL FAMILY POLICY that you receive through your employment or through personal acquisition will always serve as your primary policy.  






The AUGUSTANA STUDENT ACCIDENT & SICKNESS INSURANCE PLAN is available through your son/daughter's tuition bill.  There is additional information enclosed with the tuition bill and within this packet regarding this insurance.  Look for, and complete the bright green sheet enclosed. 






The ATHLETIC ACCIDENT INSURANCE policy through 1st Agency, Inc is provided for your son/daughter by Augustana College through their participation in intercollegiate sports. However the $500 deductible on this plan is the responsibility of the athlete. This deductible may be picked up by your personal family policy, the Augustana Student Accident & Sickness Plan or may be paid in cash out of your pocket.

CLAIM PROCEDURE:

All medical bills for your son/daughter incurred as the result of an injury in intercollegiate sports will be sent to your personal family insurance provider if they are a member of the physician's approved provider list.  If they are not, the bills will be sent directly to your son/daughter or to your home address.






Any bills sent to you or your child should be submitted to all insurance policy providers.

PLEASE NOTE:


If your personal family policy is through an HMO (Health Maintenance Organization) or PPO (Preferred Provider Organization) you must follow the proper procedures required by your plan. This is especially important if your plan requires pre-authorization for your son/daughter's medical treatment if the injury occurs outside of your personal family plan's service area.

Retain this letter for future reference.  In addition, we ask that you complete the enclosed forms IN DETAIL and return all forms to us prior to any athletic participation.  Your cooperation in this important area will help insure your son/daughter will begin their upcoming sports season without delay.
